Stress the importance of looking at the face of the person speaking and listening attentively LLS Y3 and introduce some classroom commands: Look this way! and Listen!, Stop!, Stand up!, Sit down!  Practise the actions associated with the commands with the children. 

· Introduce hello! and hi! Explain the social convention IU 3.3 Children to walk round and practise greeting each other. Encourage the children to teach brothers and sisters at home. LLS Y3 Introduce goodbye!
